These consequences are described as 
drifting away, retribution, punishment,   
just recompense.

NAB Hebrews 2:2 For if the word announced through angels 
proved firm, and every transgression and disobedience received 
its just recompense, how shall we escape if we ignore so great a 
salvation? 
 

NIV Hebrews 2:2 For if the message spoken by angels was 
binding, and every violation and disobedience received its      
just punishment, how shall we escape if we ignore such a great 
salvation?

literally payment of wages; figuratively 
recompense, reward  

 

This word is only used in Hebrews. 

-something given to someone, whether it is 
a positive thing or a negative thing  



ESV Hebrews 10:35 Therefore do not throw 
away your confidence, which has a great 
reward. misqapodosi,a 
NKJ Hebrews 11:6 But without faith it is 
impossible to please Him, for he who comes 
to God must believe that He is, and that He 
is a rewarder (misqapodotes )of those who 
diligently seek Him.
