»1 Chronicles 21:2-13 David told Joab and the
leaders of the army, "Go, count the number of
warriors from Beer Sheba to Dan. Then bring back a
report to me so | may know how many we have."
Joab replied, "May the LORD make his army a
hundred times larger! My master, O king, do not all of
them serve my master? Why does my master want to
do this? Why bring judgment on Israel?"

* This command was also evil in God's sight, so He
afflicted Israel.
