- self-control is wise control of one’s desires, cravings, impulses, emotions, and
passions. It’s saying no when we should say no. Gal 5:23

- having a strong sense of annoyance at the usually unintentional faults and failures of
others. This may include responding verbally in a way that hurts the other person. —the
sin of someone who is impatient most of the time, always upset with somebody. Pro 19:11, 1 Pet 4:8

- something outside of us may be the occasion of our anger, it isn’t the cause of our
anger. It can find it’s origin in another sin such as pride or selfishness or idolatry. Pro 16:32; Pro 29:22

- can look like being zealous for what is right, or having strong convictions, or
opinions. Beware of equating opinions with truth. Rom 14:4

- the painful, oftentimes resentful awareness of an advantage enjoyed by someone else,
whenever we compare ourselves with anyone whose circumstances seem better than ours. Rom 1:29

- intolerance for rivalry, sin when we are afraid someone is going to become equal to or
even superior to us. - the urge to be the top person, to always win. —
the sin of seeking to control others to our advantage or to get what we want.
